Transcript on ABC News report on Nestle recall of
Toll House Cookie Dough Products:

It’s a potential problem in kitchens across the country.  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention along with state health officials are investigating an E. coli outbreak in more than two dozen states.  There’s no official confirmation yet, but preliminary evidence suggests the culprit could be raw cookie dough.  The Colorado Department of Public Health tells ABC News that it’s still early in the investigation, but that so far it has found that raw cookie dough is the likely source of the E. coli.  There are 5 E. coli cases in Colorado, 4 ate raw cookie dough the week before getting sick.  The Colorado State Epidemiologist, Lisa Conquist, tells ABC News that their not certain that raw cookie dough is the source of the infection, but they are concerned enough that it might be and they want consumers to be aware.  E. coli symptoms include stomach cramps, vomiting and diarrhea and the disease can be deadly.  There are no reported deaths at this point.  All eyes are on the new FDA commissioner, this could be her first big test.
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
